SUBJECT:  Lewisville Thrive Chair Volleyball Tournament Champions 

 

On Thursday, September 26, 2024, Thrive hosted an exciting chair volleyball tournament 

where the Lewisville Chameleons Gold team emerged as champions. The tournament 

featured 18 competitive teams from eight different cities: Allen, Carrollton, Farmers 

Branch, Frisco, Lewisville, Little Elm, McKinney, and The Colony. Teams first competed 

in a round-robin format, with the top performers advancing to a single-elimination 

bracket. The Lewisville Chameleons fielded three teams—Green, Red, and Gold—each 

putting forth strong efforts in the round-robin stage, followed by single-elimination play. 

 

Gold Team Round-Robin Highlights: 

 The Chameleons Gold team defeated Frisco 13-4 in the first round. 

 In the third round, McKinney’s Net Minders overcame Chameleons Gold with a 

score of 9-3. 

 The Chameleons Gold team bounced back in the fifth round, defeating Little Elm 

12-6. 

These performances earned Chameleons Gold a total of 28 points, securing their place in 

the single-elimination tournament as the 6th seed out of 10 teams. 

 

Single-Elimination Tournament: After receiving a bye in the first round, Chameleons 

Gold dominated the competition, securing victories over teams from Frisco, Allen, and 

Carrollton to claim the championship trophy. This marks the first time the Chameleons 

have brought home a trophy—an achievement earned through their dedication and
